2. METHOD
The method and research techniques that will be implemented in the Research Study (data collection tools and analysis methods included) are explained referring the related literature.  It is presented that the method and techniques are suitable to achieve the research purpose and objectives. 
It is necessary that the method section involves the design, dependent and independent variables and statistical methods of the research. If any preliminary work or feasibility were done at the research project their presentation is expected. The association of methods with the work packages is necessary.
